The Hostel offers beds and rooms in many different
categories, from dorm-style multi-bed rooms to pent-
house apartments, fully fitted with kitchen, en suite
bathrooms, and balcony views across the roof-tops
of the city. Located in Berlin-Mitte, the historic heart
of the city, The Circus Hostel is a short walk from all
the main sights, as well as being close to the bohe-
mian, artistic and nightlife-neighbourhood of Prenz-
lauer Berg.

The 24-hour reception offers a range of services to
travellers, such as tickets for walking tours which
pick-up each morning in the hostel, special free tours
run by the hostel itself to off the beaten track corners
of Berlin, football tickets for the Olympiastadion, as
